An avid chamber musician, Rosenwein is a regular presence at the Marlboro Festival and
has performed with the Mainly Mozart Festival in San Diego, Philadelphia Chamber Music Society
and Seattle Chamber Music Society among oth&ssa teacher, Rosenwein holds the position of
head of the oboe department at the Cleveland Institute of Music, teaches at the Kent/Blossom
Music Festival and is in demand as a guest artist and master class clinician in schools all over the
world.
